1. Private institutions shall fill 25% seats (including 15% seats for children/wards of
NRIs) at their own level in a just and transparent manner for which they shall invite
the applications, prepare and display the merit lise Pprocedure shall be displayed
by the Institute concerned on its website.

2. The private institutions shall make these admissions before final cut off date of
admissions.

3. The minimum eligibility condition for these seats shall remain the same as that for
75% seats to be filled by the Haryana State Counseling Society.

4. In the event of seats remaining vacant, if any, either out of these 25% seats or out of
